Medical Certificate of Cause of Death issued to family.  Inform the Funeral Director if cremation is required. If so the Procurator Fiscal will issue an E1, replacing the cremation papers (Forms B & C).  An appointment is made to register the death in any Scottish Registry office





Take the required documents to the Registrar to register the death.





The police prepare a report regarding the circumstances surrounding the death and the Procurator Fiscal will decide if a Post Mortem is carried out.  The pathologist will give his findings to the Procurator Fiscal and the pathologist is then instructed to issue the Medical Certificate of Cause of Death.
