The purpose of ILR 5 is for you to provide a portfolio consisting of evidence to verify that you have experience of managing and conducting a range of funerals, including the challenges experienced of team / staff management relevant to each funeral. Your portfolio needs to include: a concise account of the funeral, each including the differences that have impacted upon  the pre-planning; instructions; documentation required; the range of organisations and individuals you have liaised with; difficulties you encountered on the funeral and problem solving; evidence of feedback from the families; management of self-emotions; general observations and the challenges encountered relating to the briefing and supervision of staff
