4. What chemicals and disinfectants are used within their business and for what purpose and who oversees this?  Storage of noted chemicals and disinfectants should also be included.
5. What procedures are followed when disposing of clothing/bedding and who oversees this?

Ask student to prepare a short presentation (no more than 15 minutes) that feedback to the rest of the class the outcome of their research.
