Split students into 3 groups and ask them to spend 1 minute at each flipchart discussing and agreeing what considerations should be given specifically to each subject matter.  Feedback to rest of class.  Tutor to ensure that all detailed contained within the learning material is covered.

DISCUSS

If time available in the class, ask each group to make a model coffin for burial at sea based on earlier discussions.  Students should display their model to rest of class and explain the purpose of why such a coffin specification is required.  Tutor to ensure all covered in the learning material is included.
