	Introduce learning outcome one and five.
Identify experts in the Group.  Ask each student to say on a scale of 0-10 how much they know about repatriation (0 = Nil 10 – Expert)

Split students into 2 groups and ask each group to come up with a list of considerations we should make when repatriating a deceased from a) the UK and b) abroad, highlighting agencies that need to be liaised with, what responsibilities fall within the remit of the funeral director and what fall within the remit of the family including the financial implications. Each group to feedback to rest of class.

Ask each group to re-visit their flipcharts and consider what services could be affected when repatriating a deceased into the UK from abroad and how they can be overcome.   Each group to feedback to rest of class.
