	Introduce learning outcome one.

	Introduce learning outcome two.

Split students into 2 groups.  Ask each group to come up with the statutory and non-statutory documentation required in the case of a) cremation and b) burial.  Each group to feedback to rest of the class.

DISCUSS

Ask students to feedback what procedures they feel should be followed for the funeral of more than one deceased and what if any, additional resources they might require.  Record on flipchart, ensuring that details within the learning material are included.
