	Introduce learning outcome one.
Identify group strengths – who has had experience of arranging an exhumation?
Ask students to provide examples of why an exhumation might be requested, together with who might make the request. Record on flipchart.

	Introduce learning outcome two.
Ask students to visit the website www.gov.uk.  Tutor to help students navigate the site.  

Split students into 2 groups.  Ask group A to identify from the website, individuals/organisations who might request an exhumation.   Ask group B to identify from the website, the external organisations that might authorise an exhumation.
DISCUSS

For each authority identified in 4.9.1b explain the circumstances of the authorisation.
Ask students to then feedback on the circumstances of the authorisation. Record on flipchart, ensuring that details within the learning material are included.

	Introduce learning outcome three.

Split students into the same 2 groups they were split into for outcome two.  
Provide each group with a different pre-prepared case study.  Using the learning materials and the internet as a guide, ask each group to detail:

· The exhumation procedure that should be followed when a licence or faculty is required.

· To complete the application for a licence for the removal of buried human remains and identify any other documentation/certification that is required for an exhumation to take place, ensuring that the purpose of each is described.

· To consider any issues/risks prior to and at the time of the exhumation

Each group to feedback to the rest of the class.  Tutor to ensure that the content covering these learning outcomes in the learning material are included.
